Pre-classroom lab homework assignment:

For the up-coming classroom lab for Activity 1: Part A - # 5 in our bedrock geology chapter, each student will need to bring to class a sediment deposition model that they are to put together at home prior to lab time. 

The instructions for making the model are as follows:
1. Obtain a plastic, unbreakable bottle that is about 1 quart to 1 liter in size with a flat bottom, a wide mouth, and a secure twist-on cap. The bottle must be clear, uncolored and unmolded so that the student can easily and clearly see things that will be put inside of it in order to make accurate observations.
2. Fill the bottle about half full with equal parts of the following four ( 4 ) types of sediment:

a. ultra fine-grained sediment like clay

b. fine-grained sediment like silt

c. medium-grained sediment like sand

d. coarse-grained sediment like small gravel pieces
*note: you can add additional sediments that are different in grain size to make the model more interesting but make sure the total combined amount of sediments doesn’t fill the bottle more than half way.

3.  Your bottle should look something like this. It does not need to be exact.
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4. When you start the lab in the classroom, you will be told when to fill the rest of the bottle up with water leaving a couple of inches of air space at the top. 

DO NOT PUT WATER IN YOUR BOTTLE UNTIL TOLD TO DO SO !!!!
Warning: Failure to complete this pre-lab assignment will result in the student doing an alternative assignment in the Alternative Classroom so BE  PREPARD the day of the lab.
